LOCATION
Ngala Tented Camp is situated in Ngala Private Game Reserve,
on 14 700 hectares/36 500 acres of exclusive game-rich Kruger
National Park, Northern Province, South Africa. The camp’s
spectacular setting is on the banks of the seasonal Timbavati
River.

ACCESS
Federal Air operates a daily flight from Johannesburg
International Airport to Ngala airstrip, which is a 5-minute
drive from Ngala Safari Lodge and a 45-minute drive from
Ngala Tented Camp and Ngala Walking Safaris. Daily SA
Express scheduled flights from Johannesburg and Cape Town
International Airports to Eastgate Airport. The transfer from
Eastgate Airport is by road and takes one hour. Ngala is
accessible for guests by two-wheel drive vehicle. Driving time
from Johannesburg is 5 hours on excellent roads.

GUEST ACCOMMODATION
